ñDoes Markôs ópreach to every creatureô mean that we 
should literally tell the gospel to animals and so on? 
Does that then mean that animals need redemption?  

 

Mar 16:20 And they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them, and 
confirming the word with signs following. Amen.  
One can easily answer this question by keeping, and reading verse 15 in its immediate context. Verse 16 
shows us that this word ócreatureô is not referring to animals or creation as such, but mankind. The 
verse starts with, óHe that believeth and is baptised shall be savedô. If  we assume that the word 
ócreatureô is speaking about animals, we now need to also accept that in preaching the Gospel to 

Letôs first take a look at the scripture in its entirety;   
 
Mar 16:14 Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat 
at meat, and upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness 
of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him 
after he was risen.  
Mar 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and 
preach the gospel to every creature .  
Mar 16:16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but 
he that believeth not shall be damned.  
Mar 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In  my 
name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new 
tongues;  
Mar 16:18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any 
deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the 
sick, and they shall recover.  
Mar 16:19 So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was 
received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.  

 

animals, we also need to baptize them in water. Further to that, verse 17 
then tells us that animals can also pretty much do everything that a 
Human being who converts to Christ can do, such as signs and wonders, 
casting out demons, speaking in tongues, and the list goes on. Does one 
really believe that animals can partake of these things as a human being 
can? Of course not, nowhere in Scripture is this belief supported.  
These are the words of Jesus Christ to His 11 Apostles, Jesus was a Jew 
and familiar with Jewish terms and understandings, and He never  
commissioned His apostle to preach to animals.

Street Team saw 8 people born again a lady approached one of the team and told him he had 
prayed for her a few weeks before and JESUS had healed her ear infections. She asked him for prayer 
again for another unrelated pain in her ear and Jesus healed her instantly as the Christian prayed for 
her. 
Christian named Christine prayed for a man named Peterôs shoulder pain on Easter Sunday, and 
pain left him after prayer!  
 
Christian named Nikki prayed for a lady in the city of Melbourne Friday 17/4, approached a couple, 
lady with crutch. Asked if she could pray for her they agreed, prayed three times and persisted until she 
was walking without crutch. Woman walked down the road and on her way without the crutch.  
 
Christian named Vicky after giving birth developed an overactive thyroid, and was told she would 
have to go on medication for two years, six tablets a day. After receiving prayer and believing God, 
thyroid levels were completely normal, after not taking the medication ï the doctor said that they were 
ñunusually normalò and was amazed. She told that doctor that she prayed and the doctor said ñyou have 
done wellò on the 23/4/09.  

 

 
If this werenôt true, a simple study of the Book of Acts will conclude that His apostles were then 
disobedient to such a command, only preaching Christ to mankind.  In Matthewôs account of the 
issuing of the Great Commission he records óall nationsô rather than ócreatureô, so we can easily see 
again that this word ócreatureô was never intended to speak about animals or creation, but mankind.    
Now that we have excluded these things from the description of the ócreatureô, what does the word then 
mean? If we go to the Koine Greek for the description of the word it wonôt help us, we need to examine 
what the word meant to a Jew or a Rabbi at the time of its use. Rabbiôs frequently used the word 
ócreatureô to denote óraces of menô, specifically those who do not have the faith that they had, these were 
also called ógentilesô. I have added the writings of a couple of Rabbiôs to help us to see the use of this 

word; "says (u) R. Judah , perhaps, , "the creatures", (i.e. the Gentiles,) knew the love with 

which the holy blessed God Ioved Israel, and roared like lions to pursue after them.''  "R. Chuninn 

ben Dousa  (r) used to say, all in whom, , "the creatures" (i.e. men) have delight, God has 

delight; and in whomsoever "the creatures" (or men) have no, delight, God has no delight.''  
Thus we conclude the word ócreatureô to be a term used to denote óraces of menô and not animals 

or creation. So what of animals, can we preach to them, yes we can use the name of Jesus Christ and 
they will obey, as all power in Heaven and earth has been given unto Jesus (Matt 28:28) but not for 
redemption, that alone belongs to mankind through the sacrifice of the man Christ Jesus. God bless 
love Doz.

Why I Donôt 
Evangelize? 

 
Excuse No. 2:  ñI donôt have a love for the lost, so if 
I go out there itôll be out of a wrong heartò. 
 
If this is your  problem, you need to get saved, let me 
explain, have a look at the following Scriptures; 
Rom 5:5  And hope maketh not ashamed; because 
the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts 
by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.  
  
1Co 6:17  But he that is joined unto the Lord is one 
spirit .  
 
If you are truly born again, according to Scripture 
you have Godôs heart and His Holy Spirit. Godôs very 
own love has been shed abroad in your heart by the 
Holy Spirit . To say you have no love for the lost in 
your heart is to admit that you are unsaved, for John 
3:16 tells us that óGod so LOVED the World that He 
gave His only begotten Sonô. Therefore, that same 
love abides within true Christians.   
 
When most people make this excuse, they are 
meaning, ñI donôt feel (fleshly)  any love for the lostò. 
To this the Word of God says óthe just shall live by 
faithô Romans 1:17. The Word of God tells us weôre 
filled with His love , and that we are to go and preach 
the gospel to the lost (Matt 28:18 -20, Acts 1:8). So 
we, óthe justô, donôt live by feelings, but rather we 
believe the Word of God and we go out and do it, 
regardless of how we are ófeelingô, feelings usually 
follow and soon youôll be overwhelmed with the joy 
of preaching the Gospel.

Secondly, itôs 
quite a serious thing to be preaching and using 
unscriptural excuses and statements, you are much 
better off admitting your scared or other, than doing 
that.

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M YTHBUSTERS  
 

This monthôs ñmyth or factò comes from Sis Carol Eddington of the MCC Caboolture Church plant and 
it is , ñCan a Christian drink coffee? ò Letôs see if she can sort this out for us, hope you enjoy this as 
much as I did, love Doz. 
Rev Sean and I where recently challenged with this question, Can a Christian drink coffee? So I wanted 
to see what science says on the matter of coffee as the man that challenged us, was of an understanding 
that caffeine is a drug so as Christians we shouldnôt have anything to do with it. This is what I found.  
1) Coffee is a mild stimulant and most people can enjoy a moderate amount (3 cups or less a day as an 
average) with no effect at all on the body or brain. 
2) Some people have an intolerance causing irratibility or nervousness, and shouldnôt drink it for that 
reason, infact science has shown that 3 cups or less per day can be mildly beneficial. 
3) Coke and other softdrinks containing caffeine have a higher risk, not from the caffeine but only due 
to the high sugar content. 
4) Several years ago Takiyuki Shibravon a professor of environmental toxicology found that freshly 
brewed coffee contains potent antioxidents equal to the amount of 3 oranges. 
5) During the roasting process of the bean, the antioxidant methylpyridinium is found,  
6) Moderate coffee use is associated with the reduced risk of: Alzeiheimers disease, Parkinsons disease, 
Gallstones, Diabetes Mellitus, cirrhosis of the liver, a form of liver cancer, and Gout in men over 40. 
7) No health risks are reported from someone drinking 3 cups or less a day, unless you are of course 
intolerant.  
So then whatôs Godôs heart on the matter. Weôve established that coffee from the view of science doesnôt 
effect us mentally or as the Word would say, It hasnôt taken a sound mind away from us. 
1 Corinthians 6:12-13 All things are lawful for me, but all things are not helpful. All things are law ful 
for me, but I will not be bought under the power of any. Foods for the stomach, stomach for foods, but 
God will destroy both it and them.  
So we can see the Apostle Paul speaking to the Corinthian church here about not having to restrain 
from eating anything, provided it doesnôt have the power over him. The message we can see is that we 
arenôt to worry what someone is eating or in this case drinking, because in the end that food and our 
stomachs will be destroyed. 
Luke 11:37-41 And as he spake, a certain Pharisee besought him to dine with him; and he went in; 
and sat down to meat. And when the Pharisee saw it, he marvelled that he had not first washed 
before dinner. And the Lord said unto him, now do ye Pharisees make clean the outside of the cup and 
the platter; but your inward part is full of ravening and wickedness. Ye fools, did not he that made 
that which is without make that which is within also? But rather give alms of such things as ye have; 
and behold all things are clean unto you.  
So Jesus himself has said ñBehold, all things are clean unto youò. That answers that question. 
Although , Jesus also warned the Pharisees, that by looking at the outside of the cup and not the inside, 
they were wrongfully judging. If you are questioning a Christian for the fact they drin k coffee, I ask you 
this. Why? Truthfully look in at yourself and see if you are doing it with a Pharisee mentality to use any 
excuse to put someone down so as to not have to listen to the Word of God they might be speaking to 
you. If you find yourself judging what other Christians are doi ng all the time, maybe you need to repent 
and take a look at yourself. Bless ya, Carol.
