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Last Month’s Question 
 
In the March edition of Challenge we asked the question „Is the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter 
Day Saints (Mormons) Christian, or is it something else? Do you know the answer? 
 
Let‟s take a look at some passages of Scripture that will help us to discern if a person is a true Christian or 
not. Matthew 7:15-19 speaks about false prophets who look like sheep (Christians) but are ready to 
deceive us, we are told, we will know them by the fruits they bear, and the fruits are righteous deeds 
without an evil motive for doing such. 1 John 3:7-19 also teaches us how to discern who is saved and who 
isn‟t, and gives us the description of one who works righteousness and doesn‟t sin, but rather loves others 
truthfully. Whether we like to hear it or not, many Mormons are a very genuine, honest, sin shunning, 
love motivated people, and to look at them in the light of these two scriptures they pass with flying colors, 
even behind closed doors in their family life. So what should we now think? Mormons seem to lead moral 
upright righteous lives; they even seem to show unity and love, in some ways much more than many 
Christian‟s. They love their own, and go out to reach the lost with love and concern, doesn‟t that then 
mean that they are Christians? According to Rev Joel Osteen the Pastor of the said „largest church in 
America‟, with some 44,000 members, „Mormons are Christians‟, don‟t believe me? Go online and type 
into “YouTube”, “Joel Osteen/ Larry King”, and watch it for yourself. This is one of the controversial 
statements that Joel Osteen makes amongst many.  
 
Now let‟s go one further, have a look at this Scripture: 

1Co 12:3 Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit of God, calleth Jesus 
accursed: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Spirit. 

 
Mormons will even state that “Jesus is the Lord” of their lives. So then, what should we make of these 
things? Simple, does acting like a Christian make you one?  
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Of course it doesn‟t,  Matthew 6:2 shows us the 
word „hypocrites‟ in the Greek means, „an actor 
under an assumed character’, and in its context 
we see Jesus accusing many within the Judaist 
faith of being „actors‟. So then, people can act 
like Christians, they can seem to bear good fruits 
and look ok. Thus we cannot assume that all who 
do or live righteously are true Christians.  
 
Does confessing the words, “Jesus is the Lord” 
make you a Christian? No it doesn‟t, even 
demons screamed this out when Jesus came 
near them. Matthew 7:21 also tells us that not all 
who call Jesus „Lord, Lord‟ will enter the 
Kingdom of Heaven.

So how can we know whether one is a Christian or not? Well, firstly, we need to know why these 
Scriptures are not the “absolute” of determining if one is a true Christian or not, and look to the rest of 
Scripture for more clues. As well as this we also need to look a little closer at Mormonism. When I was 
very young I remember a kid‟s treasure hunt Mum and Dad took me too, at this event the event staff had 
spray painted rocks with a gold paint so they looked like real gold nuggets. They had then hidden them 
all around a park, and all the kids had to find them. It was a joy to find these „gold nuggets‟, and being so 
young these gold painted rocks held some value to me just as if they were real gold. After I took the gold 
nuggets I‟d found home I investigated them further, just a little scratching of the surface and I realized 
that my gold nuggets were just rocks and some paint. In the same way, when examining „Religious 
Faiths‟ that claim to be „Christian‟, they may at first look convincing, they may generate exciting and 
convincing feelings, they may even communicate many truths,  but without a closer examination we may 
not realize that are not the real thing. Can you imagine how you would feel if you went through your 
whole life with a gold painted rock believing it was the real thing, and one day tried to cash it in and 
found it was worth nothing? Sometimes it pays to do a little bit of scratching to see whether something is 
the real thing or not.  
 
Just because they look the same on the surface doesn‟t mean they are, and concerning our faith, it 
should devastate a Christian to know that many may try to cash in their faith for the salvation they 
thought they‟d bought into, only to end up in Hell. If that‟s not a good reason for me to write and publish 
this article, in the hope that Christians everywhere will start to preach the truth to many of these 
genuine people, I don‟t know what is. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The current Prophet of the Mormon Body said this, and I quote, “The Jesus Christ of the Christians is 
not the Jesus Christ of the Mormon Church”. Now for the Bible: 

Gal 1:6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto 
another gospel: 

Gal 1:7 Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel 
of Christ. 

Gal 1:8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than 
that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. 

Gal 1:9 As we said before, so say I now again, If any man preach any other gospel unto you 
than that ye have received, let him be accursed. 

 
Mormons state that the Book of Mormon, is the most correct book on earth, and that it far surpasses the 
Holy Bible for authority. Yet there is no evidence for any of its claimed factual statements in 
archaeology, history, science, inspiration, authority or any other „ology‟. In fact all of the above things 
actually prove that its writings are false. The Book of Mormon and the Bible also clash doctrinally, and 
yet Mormons hold to following both of these books, yet more so to the Book of Mormon.

If you were to simply look at the evidence, you will see that on every ground the Mormon faith is shown 
to be a made up story of a man called „Joseph Smith‟. (Check our website links and watch or order the 
dvd‟s we have available on Mormonism for more in depth scratching). I believe that a person in coming 
to Christ can have a lot of their theology wrong and yet still be saved, remembering that we are not saved 
by „knowledge‟ but by „faith‟, having said this though, we must have our „theology‟ correct when putting 
our faith in the right „Jesus Christ‟, look at this next scripture: 
2Co 11:4 For if he that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we have not preached, or if ye receive 

another spirit, which ye have not received, or another gospel, which ye have not accepted, ye 
might well bear with him. 

 
As we can see, the Bible warns us about „other Jesus‟”, receiving „another spirit‟ other than the „Holy 
Spirit‟ of God through, „another Gospel‟. One of the devils tricks is to use the existing structure of 
Christianity to deceive people into putting their faith into „another Jesus‟. Let me ask you a simple 
question, “Can a false Jesus Christ save you?” The answer is „no‟, why? Because the false Jesus does not 
have the real salvation to give away. As I‟ve already stated, the head of the Mormon Church has stated 
that Mormons follow „another Jesus‟ to the one Christians follow, the one found in the Bible. Here‟s a 
couple of cut down quotes from the 856 page book, Mormon Doctrine, 1966 edition by Mormon apostle 
and theologian Bruce R. McConkie, feel free to check them out yourself. 
“Believers in the doctrines of modern Christendom will reap damnation to their souls......” Mormon 
Doctrine Page 177. 
“If it had not been for Joseph Smith (the founder of the Mormon religion) and the restoration there 
would be no salvation. There is no salvation outside The Church of Jesus Christ of latter-day Saints.” 
Mormon Doctrine Page 670. 
The Bible doesn‟t state this anywhere, in fact it states the total opposite of what is taught by the Mormon

Thus far I have already used up so much space in this writing, and yet I have so much more 
information to bring to light about the Religious faith called „Mormonism‟. I may have failed to give this 
article the full justice it deserves in relation to showing our readers that Mormonism is not even close to 
Christianity, so I close with these thoughts. Don‟t naively believe Joel Osteen and/or any other person 
who tells you „Mormons are Christians‟, they‟re not! Go and research what I have started saying here, and 
you will come to the same conclusion that I have, that being, “Mormons are not truly saved”, they are not 
true Christians, they are a complete other religion, with another jesus, another spirit and another 
message to that of the Holy Bible. My last thought is this, in studying these things you will find that after 
such, you will know more about the Mormon faith than most Mormons, which should see us as 
Christians loving these people and reaching out to them with the real Jesus Christ from the Holy Bible. 
Challenge Mormons, study you‟re Bible, scratch the rock a little and take a deeper look, invite them to 
show you their views and then show them the Scriptures, but by all means reach out. I sincerely hope this 
article has answered our question of the month, and heightened our concerns for taking what people like 
Joel Osteen have to say back to the Bible. Pray for Mormons to see the True Light and pray for Joel as 
well.

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MYTH BUSTERS 

Many times we have had people tell us that they didn‟t want prayer for healing, as God gave them their 
sickness to teach them something, or so that they could have a ministry or influence for Christ. Is this 
scriptural? Does the God of the Bible give His precious creation that He made in His image, sickness? First 
we must remember that there is God and then there is god, satan (2 Cor 4:4). These two are polar opposites. 
The Word tells us “The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am (that is Jesus) 
come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly (John 10:10).” The thief is 
satan or the devil. How does he steal, kill and destroy? Through a number of ways, one being sickness or 
disease which is a form of death. If you leave a sickness or disease alone without treating it, more often than 
not it will end up killing you, and if it doesn‟t kill you, it may certainly destroy a part of your body. The 
second part of this scripture tells us that Jesus came to give us life and that we might have it more 
abundantly. The word „abundantly‟ in the Greek means, „superabundant (in quantity) or superior (in 
quality); by implication excessive’. Could you have a superabundant life in quality and quantity if you‟re 
bound up with sickness? Of course not.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
“And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. 2 And his disciples asked him, 

saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? 3 Jesus answered, Neither 
hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him.” 

First of all, notice that the Jews were very much aware that the parent‟s sin can indeed cause sickness and 
problems. However in this instance Jesus told them that it was neither the parent‟s fault nor the man‟s that 
he was born blind. They were thinking of the Old Testament in Deuteronemy 5:9 where the people were 
cursed unto the 3rd and 4th generation. However, people fail to read the part where it states “unto them that 
hate me.” Notice also that Jesus never blamed the blind man, after all he was born blind, how could he have 
sinned while in the womb of his mother? Neither does Jesus say that God caused the man to be blind, but 
rather that God was now going to use this man‟s blindness to bring glory to himself by healing the man. 
Would it have brought glory to God for this man to remain blind? No, what brought God glory was for 
people to see His power manifested by the incurable being cured, and a testimony of His will in doing so. So 
what caused the man to be born blind? Sin of course, but as the scripture states, not his own, and not his 
parents. Sin has unfortunately caused problems with life, whether it be yours or mine, when Adam and Eve 
ate the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil the problems started. The scripture could be 
understood as simply as this, „Who sinned that he was born blind? Neither his parents nor him. But now I 
will display the glory of God and heal him”. We must read it this way because the majority of scripture tells 
us that it is not the will of God to afflict children in such a way. 
 
Another scripture that shows us the heart of God is  Mark 7:8-11 where Jesus compares earthly parents to 
the Father, it says “…or what man is there of you, whom if his son ask bread, will he give him a stone? 10 
Or if he ask a fish, will he give him a serpent? 11 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto 
your children, how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them that ask 
him?  I know this is speaking specifically about the Holy Spirit, but look at the principle. God is comparing 
earthly parents and how much they love their children, to Him, and how much He loves His children. We 
would not give our children cancer, fibromyalgia, a sickness or disability to teach them a lesson, how dare 
we then accuse God, who is the very essence of „love‟ of such an atrocity.  Continued page 7 

 

God also promises us length of days, long life, and peace, (Proverbs 3:1-2 
&16) if we obey His Word. 3 John 1:2 states, “Beloved, I wish above all 
things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul 
prospereth.” Again we see in Acts 10:38  “How God anointed Jesus of 
Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing 
good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God 
was with him.” Jesus went about doing good, healing all those who were 
oppressed, he didn‟t give them sickness, He healed them of sickness. Who 
were these people oppressed by? The devil, NOT BY GOD! Many people use 
John 9:1-3 to say that God gives sickness, so let‟s look at this scripture.

A Muslim man in Egypt killed his wife because she 
was reading the Bible and then buried her with 
her infant baby and 8-year old daughter. The girls 
were buried alive! He then reported to police that 
an uncle killed the kids.
