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TRAININGUP ACHILDI NTHE 6 \WY' THEY SHOULD GO

As a parent one of the most heartbreaking thingsthat could happen to me would be to see my children
wal k away from God and miss Heaven. l 6m sure th
children in Heaven too, but what are we doing to give them the best opportunity to make it? Many
Christians send their children to school for approximately six hours a day, or 1,5%0 hours a year, to
learn how to read, write, spell, calculate figures, have a general understanding of nature and how it
works, and to obtain the social skills that are learnt throug h being with a large group of people i.e. at
school. Although to me this iIis not the ideal p |
message! 1,50 hours a year is a lot of time to put into preparing our children to function in the
society we live in. Everything they have learned will benefit them (to varying degrees) for this life, but,
none of what they have learnt in school will prepare them for eternity, unless of course they have a
proper Biblical Education.

We are told in the Word of God that this life is like a vapour (James 4:14), now you see it, now
you donot . However, when we are right i n the m
irrelevant, and eternity seems so far away. However eternity is real and every personwill spend it in
one of two places, Heaven or hell. So then, it is vitally important that we are putting into our children
spiritually, to make sure that they are fully equipped to walk the narrow path of this life (Matt 7:13 -
